Presenters: Dr. Pam Mims, Bree Jimenez

Pam Mims received her PhD in special education from UNC Charlotte. She focused on professional development for teachers of students with significant disabilities and curriculum development for students with significant cognitive disabilities.

Bree Jimenez is currently the project manager and lead research associate for project MASTERY. In addition, Bree is a doctoral student in the dissertation phase at UNC Charlotte. Bree has written and published both a math and science curriculum for students with significant disabilities.

Intended for special education teachers of all grade levels who have students who require alternative access to computers, toys, etc. and/or enjoy a fun make it/take it presentation.

Description: This is a 2-day workshop on accessing the general curriculum for students with significant cognitive disabilities. The presenters will specifically focus training on an overview of access to the general curriculum for this population followed by specific research or evidence based strategies used to teach grade aligned ELA, Math, and Science to students with significant cognitive disabilities. Videos of students with moderate, severe, and profound disabilities, as well as students with autism will be shown. In addition, participants will be given time to practice all strategies discussed.
