What is a Community Advisory Committee (CAC)?

A Community Advisory Committee (CAC) is a committee
made up of parents, educators, and community members
who are involved in special education.

Community Advisory Committee representatives are appointed
for two year terms by their school district school boards.

Each district appoints one to three parents and one staff
representative.

Why is it worth your time to attend CAC meetings?

Parents who have attended Community Advisory Committee meetings report that they have
opportunities to:

« Connect with other parents, as well as with teachers and administrators,
« Learn about educational and community resources for their child and family,

+ Participate in shaping the activities of the committee, including
communications with special education directors and superintendents,
an annual parent conference and awards ceremony, and

« Develop and expand their leadership skills.

Where and When Are The Meetings?

Meetings are held at the North County Regional Education Center at 255 Pico Avenue, San Marcos. An informal time to
meet people takes place from 6:15 to 6:30 pm. The meetings are held from 6:30 to no later than 8:30 pm. Parents,
teachers, staff, administrators and community members who are interested in special education are invited — you do
not have to be a CAC member to attend!
